Introduction

All Canadians need to be able to contact 9-1-1 to summon help during an emergency. They also need to be alerted to a dangerous situation to ensure their safety.  This is not always possible in all situations for all people with the emergency services that exist today.  The new technologies that are being developed for wireless mobile phones may provide solutions that will work for everyone in the future. 

This survey asks a number of questions to help figure out what are the best ways for you to get help from 9-1-1 services and also get information about emergency situations in your area.  In the future, access to 9-1-1 and emergency alerts will be changing.  Callers will still be able to dial 9-1-1 using voice telephones, but a new “next generation 9-1-1 system” will allow you to contact 9-1-1 using text messaging, video, or other methods.  The survey includes questions on the challenges you face today when trying to use various devices like computers and mobile phones.  Your answers will provide valuable information on how to make the new 9-1-1 and emergency alert systems accessible.

Preferences for calling 9-1-1 on a “next generation” mobile phone
In the questions below, we want to find out how you want 9-1-1 to work for you in the future, using technologies that may become available in a few years.
